“TARGET HARDENEING” YOUR HOME:

Walk around your home and make a list for easy points of entry for an intruder.   Then, of course, take action to take care of the problems you discover.

BURGLARY PREVENTION CHECKLIST:

Do not have front doors with side glass panels

Use dead bolts with a one-inch throw

Ensure sliding glass doors and windows have metal pins or metal bar installed

Set inside lights and outdoor lights on times to turn them on at dusk

Leave a car, if possible, parked in your driveway.
